	Progression of Skills (EYFS)

LISTENING, 

Listening, Attention and Understanding; Communication and language/ Literacy/ Maths/ Being Imaginative and Expressive/ Building Relationships
Learn simple songs (inc numbers)  in French

Exploring vocal sounds 

Listen attentively and respond to what they hear.

Make comments about what they have heard and ask questions to secure their understanding.

Take turns with others.

Personal, social and emotional development

Children grow in confidence and begin to join in with singing and single French words.

Physical Development

Develop gross motor skills when adding movement and action to the songs.

Develop understanding of some French words.

SPEAKING

Use recently introduced vocabulary.

Personal, social and emotional development – Building Relationships

Work cooperatively and take turns, show sensitivity to their own and others’ needs

Follow instructions involving several ideas/ actions

Link spoken words with how they look written down. (May make links to phonetic sounds but not always pronounced the same – link to understanding the world)

WRITING
Numeracy

Will need to write numbers (numerically) in response to French counting tasks.

Write recognizable letter, mostly correctly formed.
Some tasks will require:

Building relationships, gross motor skills, fine motor skills. Understanding the world – People, Culture and Communities, Creating with Materials, being imaginative and expressive.
	Children begin to: 

LISTENING
Listen attentively to the spoken language.

Understand simple greetings and give a simple response.

Complete a sequence of numbers, day of the week, month.

Show understanding by joining in.

Finding objects of different colours.

Answering questions about the food.

SPEAKING

Show understanding by joining in and responding – eg Qu’est-ce que c’est?  Une pomme etc.

Greet others in French

Develop pronunciation of numbers 1 -10 (Yr 1/2 ) 1 – 20 (yr2 HAP)

Count out loud in French

Year 2 may ask some questions.

Recite fruits to given melodies.

Name types of fruit.

Express likes and dislikes.

Name colours.

Explore patterns and sounds of language through songs and rhymes.

READING
Recognise simple French words on a flashcard with some prompts.

Match words to fruits/numbers in French.

WRITING
Copy single French words (yr1)

Choose single French words from a selection to match an image or an English word (yr2).


	Children continue to:

LISTENING

Children will be able to understand a range of familiar spoken words and some basic phrases:

Breakfast food

Numbers.

Basic phrases about food- likes and dislikes. 

Verbs – manger and boire

SPEAKING
Children will be able to say and repeat single words and short simple phrases eg.

Food: Je voudrais un croissant.  Je mange les céréales avec du lait.

J’aime le jus d’orange, c’est delicieux.

READING
Children will be able to recognise and read out a few familiar words eg.

Fruits

Breakfast food 

Breakfast drinks

Numbers

Children will be able to understand and read out familiar written phrases eg

Simple phrases about the food and likes/dislikes 

WRITING

Children in Year 3 will be able to copy simple words correctly or reorder sentences of given words:

Numbers 

Food items

Drink items 

Children in Year 4 will be able to write one or two short sentences following a model and fill in the words on a simple form. Eg.

Food with likes and dislikes

Numbers with food/ drink items

	Children develop their skills to:

LISTENING

Children will be able to understand the main points from a short spoken passage made up of familiar language in simple sentences.

A description of breakfast items

A café order, for example. 

Descriptions of  food and likes/dislikes with reasons

Covering all the information previously taught, not necessarily broken down as much.

SPEAKING
Children will be able to answer simple questions and give basic information eg.

Qu’est-ce que tu manges pour le petit déjeuner?

Several sentences about their breakfast and what they have eaten using perfect tense.

Describe their likes and dislikes with qualifying reasons eg. Je n’aime pas les croissants parce ce que c’est gras. 

READING

Children will be able to understand  the main points and some of the details from short written texts or passages in clear script eg.

3 or 4 sentences about breakfast food and drinks including numbers

Simple description of likes and dislikes re. food.

Reasons for liking or disliking some fooods/ drinks

WRITING
Children will be able to write a few short sentences with support/ model using expressions which they have already learned eg.

A short 3 or 4  sentence description on a familiar topic eg  breakfast

Understand how to write I have eaten and I drank in French when describing their breakfast.

A brief description about the foods they like and dislike.
