	Session 1: explore autumn signs and make leaf kebabs
	

	Learning Objective: Year 3-6 
· To explore signs and changes of autumn/ winter. 
· To create leaf kebabs/jewellery/pictures
· To create some wild art. (Year 3- activity passport)
· Plant trees (Year 3 and 4) 

· Identify fungi (Year 3 and 4)

· Identify Coppice Chestnut and Hazel (Year 5 and 6)
· Identify orchids, primroses etc. (Year 5 and 6)
Activity: Explore the forest school and wildlife area.
Identify trees and other growing flora. 

Collect leaves and other natural resources and plants/flowers.

Year ¾- create pictures using natural resources depicting autumn

Year 5/6- use the natural materials to make jewellery

Both- use the resources to make leaf kebabs
	Discussion about the signs of autumn.
Discussion about possible hazards and how children can stay safe.

Leaf kebabs, jewellery, pictures or other creations made with leaves.

Plant trees that have been donated or maintain the current trees by watering and adding a bamboo shoot and tying with string to give the trees support and help it grow upright. 

	Session 2: create animals/mini beast home

Activity: Create and begin a nature diary to enable the children to observe and record the changes to the wildlife area over the next 5 weeks.
Collect and Use natural materials to make wildlife habitats to be paced in conkers and acorns and the sensory garden
	Animal/ mini beast homes built by groups of children with specific features e.g. door.

Children working as a team.

Children to write a diary entry about the wildlife in the Forest School area.



	Session 3: tree climbing and continuing animal homes
	

	Learning Objective: All:
· To climb trees with 1: 1 guidance/supervision at all times.
· To jump out of trees with support (Year 3 and 4- No climbing trees above 1m. Year 5 and 6- No climbing above 2 m).
· To climb a tree (Year 3- activity passport)

· To make/ explore animal habitats and include specific features e.g. windows, door, and pathway.

· To watch the clouds (year 3- activity passport)

· To go bird watching (year 5- activity passport)
Activity: Climb trees in the forest school area as a warm up.

Lie on the ground and watch the clouds ( weather applicable) Sketch ( in art books) the cloud formations.

Observe any birds in the area.

Continue with the animals habitats
	Animal/ mini beast homes built by groups of children with specific features e.g. door.
Children working as a team. 

Each child to have a go at climbing a tree.

Year 3 and 4- I can watch clouds. Discuss shapes/patterns 

Year 5 and 6- Look for birds in the sky (with binoculars ideally).

	Session 4: whittling sticks
	

	Learning Objective: All:
· To consolidate all prior knowledge about health and safety rules.

· To use tools and create frames and shapes with ‘whittled’ sticks and string.
· To make something out of wood. (Year 3- activity passport)
· To know how to build structures safely (year 3)
Activity: 
Introduce health and safety of tools

Collect sticks and whittle the sticks to make a shaped frame ( linked to inspiring inventions)

	Children to whittle their sticks and then make them into a shaped frame by wrapping sticks together using coloured wool.

	Session 5: make a small fire and roast food shaped frames.
	

	Learning Objective: All
· To make and tend a fire safely

· To cook a range of foods on a camp fire e.g. marshmallows, toast

Activity: Brief the children on fire safety.

Children to observe the adult making a fire.
Sit around the fire and discuss the use of a fire in a forest/outdoors/camping
	To be successful, each child will make a small fire using flint and steels, cotton wool and twigs.
Toasted marsh mallows and toasted bread on skewers.

	Session 6:
	

	Learning Objective: All
· To make and tend a fire safely

· To cook a range of foods on a camp fire e.g. marshmallows, bread
Activity: Light the fire again with the children instructing the adult what to do.
Roast marshmallows and make smores.
	To be successful, each child will make a small fire using flint and steels, cotton wool and twigs. 
Toasted marsh mallows and toasted bread on skewers.
