Orville made the first flight in North Carolina, December 1903. He flew 120 feet, lasting 12 seconds. As the day went
on, both brothers had flights which lasted for increasingly longer periods of time.

In November 1904, using a newly designed craft named Flyer II, Wilbur took to the skies. This flight lasted for over 5

Amy Johnson’s death is surrounded in mystery as her body was never found. She crashed into the river Thames on
her way back from a routine flight. Some people say she was being rescued and it went wrong. Others believe her
plane was shot down by British troops who thought she was the enemy.

Today, many people fly from country to country on their holidays, to visit relatives or for business. There is evidence
to show aeroplanes are contributing to damaging our environment . Heathrow Airport in London is due to open a
third runway which would mean more aeroplanes flying in and out of London causing more damage.
